Alicia Kozakiewicz: I could be any one of you. I could be sitting in this room with you and you would not say “look at that girl, there’s something weird about her. Something bad is going to happen to her.” You would not have any warning or anything like that because I was normal and you guys need to understand that it can happen to you. 
I walked out the front door, unseen, on the coldest, darkest, iciest night of the year. No coat, no money, and that was completely out of my character. 
Throughout those four days, see, I realized that once I became useless, I was as good as dead. See, what you need to understand about these people, and this is the last thing I’m going to say, is they don’t just want to kidnap, rape and murder you, they want you to scream and cry and bleed and sweat. They want you to beg. Beg for your life and then plead to die because living hurts so much. And after that, they’ll take you a step further and they’ll pass you around to all their friends, until you are nothing but an empty shell. You guys need to understand that. That the people you are talking to online are evil. They really are. 
I was blessed. I was lucky. But it took tons and tons of people in Pittsburg and in Virginia, to help finally rescue me.

I wish that my Mom and Dad had had blocks on the computer and things that would have limited my internet activity and that they would have known and that I told them. Because what we do is they tell us these things at school and then we go home and our parents want to know but we don’t tell them how to look at the history or to do anything cause then we lose a little bit of our freedom. Right? Well that’s kinda what happened to me and trust me you don’t want to be where I’m standing. It’s not a good place to be.
